Report Discussion
ITEM 1: ROADS MAINTENANCE ACTIVITIES
Contract 863 — General Maintenance - (Downer - McFa l)

The District roading network has come through the winter without too many problems. Several
small slumps and dropouts have occurred and Downers have been requested to provide a price
for their repair. There has also been some damage in the form of heaves in sealed roads and
these have been programmed for stabilisation once the weather settles. Some have been
temporarily repaired to make them safe and trafficable.

Unsealed roads throughout the district are looking good considering the wet winter we have had.
A grading round was completed just as the wet weather arrived and a couple of roads required a
spread of metal to patch them up in places. The latest grading round was started the second half
of October and it is proposed that all unsealed roads in the District will be graded in the next two
months.

Staff visited Aotea road with Councillor Pilkington in regard to issues of stock on the road and the
damage they are causing to the road every year. Due to the wet nature of the country in this
road, drainage is very critical but with all the stock movement up and down the road there is a
continual effort needed in keeping drains and culverts open and clear. This has been a problem
on some other roads from time to time but not with the same consistency.

High level cutting of trees has been completed over 80% of the eastern side of the District with
the remainder of the district to be completed next financial year. The work was undertaken by
Dreaver Contracting from New Plymouth, sub-contracting to Downers, using a tractor fitted with
four high level cutting blades.
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General road side mowing started in the middle of October and is progressing well. With the
increase in growth, a team is working on each side of the District to speed things up.

The contractor has continued to work on the upgrading marker peg and signage identified in
Council's last night surveys together with the regular repairs and replacement of signs and
marker pegs destroyed by vandals and agricultural machines.

It seems that catch pit grates have gone out of favour, possibly through the almost nationwide
publicity, as we have not lost any in the last three months.

The management changes at Downers seem to be working as required with the new Otorohanga
Manager settling in and getting acquainted with the way things work. Craig West, the Central
North Manager, has paid two visits to make sure Council are happy with their performance.

Contract 873 Roadmarking - (Road Runner Markers)

No activity on this Contract over the last three months. The Schedules for the upcoming season
have been provided to the contractor with a full remark, excluding the construction and reseal
sites, to commence in November. The remaining sites will be remarked in the new year after
completion of the sealing works. This is the last season of the current Contract and a new
contract will be prepared and tendered early in 2012 to commence from 1 July 2012.

Contract 920 — Street Lighting Maintenance - (The L  ines Co)

The street lighting Contract has continued to run smoothly. This Contract commenced in
December 2008 for a period of 2+1+1 years and is due for its last extension to run from 14"
December 2011 to 14 December 2012. It has been agreed by both parties to extend the
Contract to expire on 30 June 2013 to allow for this contract to come into line with other
contracts.

Contract 961 Hydroseeding (Evergreen Landcare Limit  ed)
The maintenance spray of sites under this contract is to be completed by end of January.
Bridges General

Several bridges around the District have been water blasted and the vegetation cleared as part of
the cyclic bridge maintenance.

Staff have been negotiating with DOC in relation to the repainting of Mangawhio Bridge on
Waipapa Road on the capture of sediment, dust and paint flakes likely to become airborne during
cleaning of the structure. This has now been finalised and the resource consent applied for. All
vegetation under the bridge has been removed, to allow better access and promote airflow
around the structure to aid keeping the steelwork dry. The contract for the cleaning and painting
of the steel work will be tendered next financial year due to budget constraints this year.

The boundary bridge on Waipapa road has had a problem with the steel expansion joint coming
loose and an unsuccessful attempt to reinstall it. Design drawings prepared from the NZTA
bridge manual have been given to Downers showing the repair method required which involves
removing the steel plate and some concrete and replacing with epoxy and with a neoprene
expansion sleeve bonded into place. This work will be undertaken on a cost share basis with
Taupo District.

Contract 937 — Maintenance Metalling 2009/2012 - (I nframax)

A New schedule for the next round of metalling under this contract will be drawn up in
December/January and supplied to the contractor. This will again involve approximately 9000
cubic metres with the work being undertaken pre-winter to allow for damper conditions. This will
be the final year of this contract.

Contract 954 — Pre-reseal Repairs, Second Coat Seal ing and Resealing 2010/2012
(Higgins)

The contractor has now commenced work on the pre-reseal repairs with Shoulder grading and
some stabilising works. They are programming the resealing works to commence in January.
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Contract 938 — Otorohanga Footpath Maintenance & Co  nstruction — (Downer — McFall)

An inspection of the footpaths around Otorohanga is nearly completed and the schedule of
repairs for this year is being prepared. The proposed new path on this years programme is to be
constructed in Progress Drive before March 12.

ITEM 2: ROAD IMPROVEMENT WORKS
Contract 939 — Area Wide Pavement Treatment 2009/20 12 - (Downer - McFall)

The draft design work for the sections of AWPT on Mangati and TeTahi Roads has been
completed and liaison with the landowners is in progress. It is proposed that the earthworks
begin within the next month.

Contract 974 Heavy Maintenance Works - (Downer and  Kevin Archer Contracting)

With the development of the dairy units and increase in heavy traffic in Mangawhio Road, some
heavy maintenance work was required. This was undertaken in two parts with prices being
obtained from Downers and Kevin Archer Contracting with each doing a part. The work included
roadside drainage, some road widening and MSP and culvert upgrades over the 5.5km of road.
There is still some metal to be laid to complete this job.

ITEM 3: GENERAL ROADING

Road maintenance staff have continued with the preparation of the contract documents and
updating the schedules for the new Road Maintenance Contract which is on target to be tendered
shortly after Christmas.

One significant improvement under the new Contract will be moving to using Pocket RAMM.
This system will mean that all inspections and work programming will be carried out electronically
and on line via satellite, with all sites identified by GPS. This will be quicker than the paper
system used until now. Council staff have received training in the use of the tablets and using
the RAMM data base and have started doing cyclic inspections using the system.

Downer’s staff have been very forthcoming and helpful in the change over process and purchase
of the tablets etc. as they have been producing their monthly claim and programme using RAMM
for the last three years.

ITEM 4: SERVICES

Stormwater

During the few periods of heavy rain over the past 3 months both the Otorohanga and Kawhia
stormwater systems worked well with no significant concerns or complaints being received.

The contract for the new stormwater line in Bledisloe Avenue has been advertised with tenders
closing 31 October. At the time of writing, the prices are not yet known.

Wastewater (Sewage) Otorohanga

Good progress has continued to be made on reducing the level of stormwater infiltration into the
sewerage system. This has included working with property owners where the faults are on the
properties and also Council’s services staff repairing faults found within the network.

The work on the resource consent applications, Assessment of Environmental Effects and the
Cultural Impact Assessment were all completed as scheduled and the consent applications
lodged with Waikato Regional Council on 27 October.

Water

Advice has been received from the Minister of Health that subsidy of $114,762.00 plus GST has
been approved for the upgrading of the Otorohanga / Waipa water treatment plant. This is
considerably less than the amount applied for and the advice does not give reasons or what is
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expected. Discussions have been held with the Drinking Water Assistance Programme
Facilitator at Waikato District Health Board who is also uncertain and will do some further
investigations to clarify the situation.

Advice has also been received that a nhew round of subsidy applications will close in the new
year. Itis proposed to re-submit the Kawhia application to meet this timing.

Rural Water Schemes

New regulations have come into force from November 2010 that where a consent is for a water
take of 5 litres per second or over, auditable records of cubic metres taken using an accurate
water measuring device or system that provides for electronic storage of the data must be in
place. This will require that such devices are in place for Kahorekau and Taupaki by Nov 2014
and Ranginui by 2015. Because the Huirimu consent was issued since November 2010 the
measuring device must be in place by November 2011. Staff are in discussions with WRC to
ensure that the correct process is followed and that there is some leeway due to the short
timeframe for this intake to comply.

ITEM 5: SOLID WASTE

The refuse collection and recycling contract has continued to operate well with no concerns.

The new refuse bins to replace the older green street litter bins have been received (8 for
Otorohanga and 7 for Kawhia) and arrangements have been made for these to be installed
during November. Allowance will be made in next years estimates to purchase and install a
similar number to complete the replacement of the main bins. The old bins will be refurbished
where possible and used as replacements for other old bins as required.

ITEM 6: PARKS, RESERVES AND PROPERTIES.

Most of the work in the parks, reserves and properties over the past 3 months has general been
only routine maintenance.

These legal actions are to put in place physical adjustments to properties undertaken in the early
1960s and all of the properties have changed ownership since the physical works.

The length of road and stream involved in this legalisation is approximately 700 metres. The next
section up the stream that requires legal action is approximately 1500 metres.

The action on this report relates to 67 individual parcels of land and are a complicated exchange
of land between DW Clarke and SL & KA Gower (Slane Dairy Holdings) as it relates to the
Mangawhero Stream changes.

Both parties were good to deal with and there is no monetary payments to be made by Council to
the owners and no payments between the parties.

The road legalisation adjustments involved Clarke, Gowers and Mullers. The land to be acquired
for road and road to be stopped and vested by amalgamation has been achieved with no
monetary payments required by Council for the land involved.
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As is standard practice all of the above agreements with the land owner require the Council to
meet all legal costs associated with the stream and road legalisation process.
